2. Hold parent-teacher conferences during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement. Parent Conferences are scheduled quarterly.

3.  Provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress as follows:

· Quarterly report cards at parent-teacher conferences  

· Standardized test score results through the mail  

· Teachers are required to make three contacts with family each semester concerning student progress.
4.  Provide parents reasonable access to staff; North Elementary staff members are available for consultation, and welcome meeting with your child’s teacher(s).  Contact can be made in the following ways:
